Time commitment: 1 1/2 hours for one Sunday a month.

Hospitality
Serve donuts and coffee after Masses or special church events.
Time commitment: Less than one hour every four to six weeks.

Lectors
Proclaim the Word of God at all Sunday and weekday Masses. Must be a confirmed
Catholic; training is required.
Time commitment: Two Masses per month.

Liturgical Environment Committee
Decorate the church for liturgical celebrations.
Time commitment: A few hours a month for flower arranging and sewing. Extra help
is needed before Advent, Christmas, Holy Week, and Easter.

Liturgical Movement (Dance)
Open to high school teens. Offering the glory and honor due to God through the
medium of dance.
Time commitment: Six to ten Masses per year with practice sessions.

Liturgy of the Word for Children
Assist in proclaiming the Liturgy of the Word at the 9:00 am Mass in a manner
appropriate for grades 1 through 6.
Time commitment: Serve during Mass once every two months. Materials are
provided.
